$1M to $5M.

Proximate Leadership: 
Expand our Board of Directors to include Sierra 
Leoneans and individuals outside of the Minneapolis-
St. Paul region and hire Sierra Leonean leadership to 
lead operations and strategy.

EXPANDING OUR REACH 
To build on the success of twelve years of work in the Kailahun 
district, we plan to expand our reach across 15 rural districts 
throughout Sierra Leone.
